visit. Of course, the presentation was delivered in English to further support language acquisition for our

The number of different nationalities that are represented in Blacon High School is very different to our
school in Karlovo where almost all of the students are Bulgarian. We only have some minority groups like

Romas and Turkish. For a school in Bulgaria is not typical to have this much cultural diversity as in the UK.

This is important new knowledge for our students who are developing greater awareness of other cultures
all the time.

All of our Year 9 students took part in the quiz and found it both interesting and i'nfurmatiue, They
acknowledge that it is very interesting for them to learn that Blacon High School,

our twinned school in
England since 2016, has such a diverse range of nationalities among its students.

Having hosted staff and students from Blacon High School in Karlove on several occasions now, teachers at

Secondary School “Vasil Levsky” School are very used to sharing learning with their students and look forward
to further collaborative work in 2024/25.
